Grants, Bursaries and Scholarships - we fund many local art/culture projects 
annually by adjudicating and administering $5000 worth of Columbia-Kootenay 
Cultural Alliance Funds. 

Our major operational funding sources are the City of Cranbrook, out of which 
we support the Symphony of the Kootenays and Cranbrook Community Theatre.  
We also access grants from the BC Arts Council, Assembly of BC Arts Councils,  the 
BC Gaming Commission.  We actively seek funds from various sources to expand 
our program base.   
 
Our Program Committee consists of 5 components:  
Visual Arts:  our Artrageous Gallery is currently located in the downtown business 
area on Baker Street.  The Artrageous Gallery shares space with our business 
office, resource centre and workshop area, which is staffed 12 hours a week by our 
Administrator. 
We also use other locations for exhibit space.  We exhibit the works of local artists 
and artisans at VisArts, Y-Art and ArtWalk.   
 
Literary Arts:  we encourage local writers, a number of whom have published their 
works of poetry or prose. 
Performing Arts:  we support theatre and musical performance by local 
individuals/groups, and also host touring groups when available. 
Special Events:  Festivals/Fairs - we have participated in a number of multi-media 
festivals and fairs such as the annual Children’s Festival, Festivals, Fairs and Sam 
Steele Days, Arts & Culture Week.   We love to provide the medium for people to 
celebrate! We are a member of the Cranbrook Centennial Committee and are 
pleased to have gifted the City with the Centennial Sculpture in recognition of “100 
Years of Artistic Development.”   
Education:  we have engaged in intriguing activities like working in clay, pumpkin 
carving, hemp jewelry and Japanese brush painting. A variety of new workshops will 
be offered each year addressing a wide variety of art forms.
